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To My A&HT Family: 
 Greetings from the Middle East! As I’m writing to you it’s a cool 115 
degrees out with 2% humidity and a strong chance of major dust storms in the 
evening. But please, don’t agonize; the Army has given us this nice vented 
long sleeve tops and pants to help keep cool in the harsh heat. I have quickly 
learned that one must keep a good sense of humor while in a place such as 
this. But it isn’t all bad, I have palm trees, great food, and a greater apprecia-
tion for a product I never once wore before this, sun tan lotion. But it is a truly 
remarkable place over here, deeply religious, rich in history, and ever chang-
ing. I will try and send home pictures of the places I have seen and the people 
I have interacted with thus far: such as the house of Abraham and the Ziggurat 
of Ur. 

What I really wanted to do though is to take a minute to write to all of 
you to thank you for all the support, love, and prayers that you have been 
sending our way. It has, without a doubt, landed a tremendous impact on not 
only myself but my troops as well. I remember when the first wave of your 
packages started to come through the mail. I was balancing somewhere be-
tween 6 and 8 packages out the door of the mail room and out to our motor 
pool.  One of my soldiers came up to me, not asking if he can help, or if I 
needed assistance, but to ask: Hey LT, all them packages there for you Sir? I 
was thinking of a snide comment, but with the combination of sweat pouring 
down my head and the weight of the boxes, I needed the sanctuary of the AC.  
It wasn’t until I walked into my platoon OPS room where all my guys were 
standing that I finally sat the packages down, took a breather and said: Here 
you go guys; these are from the parishioners/supporters from Ascension and 
Holy Trinity sent to all of you. 
 I suppose had I been standing any closer to those boxes, or a limb 
been in their proximity, I might have been pulling back stubs instead of fin-
gers. To fully understand the impact these care packages had on my soldiers I 
guess you would have to understand their situation a little bit more. For the 
past 7 months these guys have been working hard, nonstop, away from their 
families. They’ve been sent to a country, about 60% of them have never been 
to before, where the people don’t speak their language, and once outside base 
walls the only friendly faces you see are the ones of your family sitting right 
next to you. Add in the heat, long hours, the constant reminder you are thou-
sands of miles away from home, and the fact it will be months until you see 
them again, and it can quickly become a lonely feeling. It puts a good feeling 
in the hearts and minds of these amazing people, because they know without a 
doubt that there is always someone who cares for them and appreciates what 
they do.
